The project includes state-of-art animal hospital and reintroduction center, courtyard for visitors 
featuring animal habitats, ‘nature play’ playground and interpretive elements, an indoor interpretive center, a 
great hall for events, classrooms, and offices.

In the campus courtyard visitors can 
learn about the work of WildCare 
through ambassador animals,  
interactives, and signage that 
explains how people can live well 
with wildlife. Custom interactives 
cover topics of water pollution, 
trash clean up and animals’ 
perspective. Additionally, there is a 
stage for animal presentations and 
natural playground.
